1. Exhibition Host & Invigilator

Flexible commitment – ideally one 4-hour session per week, but we’re happy to work around your schedule (e.g., shorter shifts or a block of days).
What you’ll do:
· Welcome visitors and help them navigate the exhibition
· Keep an eye on the artworks
· Gather feedback and chat with guests
· Be a friendly face and help create a great atmosphere

2. Install & De-rig Team Member
Install: 5–7 August | De-rig: 1–2 September (10am–5pm)
Commitment: Ideally one full day or more

· Help paint display boards and prepare the space
· Assist with hanging and arranging artworks
· Support signage and layout tasks
· Get a behind-the-scenes look at how exhibitions come together
