1866) was born in Norton-in-the-Moors,
Staffordshire. He is reputed to have served
his apprenticeship with Wood and Cauldwell,
where he learned the art of enamel painting.
Unfortunately, no evidence seems to survive
about his period of employment with Mason’s
beyond the references to his finished work in
the auction catalogues. It is possible that
Bourne was employed in the decoration of
ceramics from about 1809. His work for
Mason'’s is unsigned and it is thought that he
left the company's employment by 1828.
Samuel Bourne is recorded as working as an
artist and designer for Minton from 1828 until
1848. It is probable that he maintained his
associations with Minton until 1863 when he
retired.
